The goal of IPM is:

An IPM system is designed around six basic components:

· emphasis is on control not eradication
· select varieties best suited to local growing conditions

· maintain healthy crops

· inspect to monitor pest levels

· identify pests correctly

· consider mechanical controls first (handpicking, barriers, vacuums, etc)

· use other microorganisms to control pests

· synthetic pesticides used only as needed and at certain points in pest life cycle
