SVN 3MI – Waste Diversion Poster Project
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At Bluevale, we have various ways in which our waste is sorted.  To help reduce confusion, your assignment is to create a poster that will help students understand what items go into which disposal container.

Your poster:
· WILL be posted in the cafeteria.

· Must include visual cues (not just words!) to help students know which items go in the Blue Box, the Green Bin, or the garbage pail.  The information presented on the poster needs to be accurate
· Consider the items used by students in our school to help make sure that common items are represented AND that items commonly mis-sorted are shown

· Reflect on how the containers are organized in the cafeteria and format your poster to ensure that your information will HELP students sort their waste better

· Needs to be on a standard poster paper

· Consider the impact of your poster based on whether it is black & white, colour, 2D or 3D, copied or original images/objects, or a combination, thereof.  

Use classroom notes, the region website, and current school posters to help guide you with your creation.
